A.  Committee Reports 

1. Corporate Sponsorship Committee – Sheri Carter gave recommendations for upcoming season.  Dasher boards can start going up.

2. Small Programs:  Christy Gronseth reported.  Punch card fundraiser presented as option.  90% profit – recommends 60% for player, 40% for AMHA.  Would begin in August.  For every 200, get 25 free.  $10 for 10 punches.  Also will have candy bars and football sales.

3. Ice Scheduling:  AMHA purchased ice that Northern Edge was going to use, but canceled, for $1000 from City of Ames.  Pre-season added on this year. 3 nights for 21/2 hours per night will be available for who needs it for the first week in March.  Oct 4 is start date for high school.  Oct 11 for remaining levels.  

4. Finance Committee:  Bethany DeVries presented the budget proposal for 2010 and 2011.  Each line item was reviewed and discussed, with adjustments made.  Approval of 2010-2011 budget:  Motion (Scebold).  Second (Mitchell).  All in favor.

            B. Fall Registration Numbers

                 It has been recommended that players sign up for their age group for fall

                registration, rather than level of their choosing.  This will help for  planning 

                costs and numbers.  Players may petition the board to skate at a  higher level, 

                beginning in Fall 2011.

                Jason Berg will form committee to develop a parent packet for all levels, so  

                parents can know what to expect their player to need for equipment, etc.

C. Mite House Update

Money is budgeted for Mite House to play in the Des Moines House League - $2100 for 18 games.  An ad will be put together for the Parks and Recreation Fall and Summer issues, which typically bring in kids at the mite age level.

D. Golf Tournament Update – Only one foursome is officially signed up, so discussion was held on whether to postpone or cancel. The golf tournament will be postponed until August.
